       MSC COURSES IN NATURAL HORSEMANSHIP

The First Step course series is designed to help you build a better relationship with your horse on the ground and in the saddle through exploring the connection between body language, your thoughts and feelings and their effect on a successful partnership.

The Introduction to Horse Ownership and Foundation Course are mainly focused on working with the horse on the ground, followed by time in the saddle to put theory into practice. These pivotal courses provide the preparatory knowledge and background for a progressive programme of advancement and riding based schedules run by MSC. 

We have developed the Riding to Success Course for those of you already familiar with the principles from our First Step series from attending one or more Foundation based courses. Riding problems often originate from related difficulties such as fear, loss of confidence, and lack of sufficient equine communicational skills.  Although not essential, we recommend that you have some previous background experience with us to get the most benefit. 


Have you ever wondered what your horse is thinking? Or why horses “do” certain things? Horses mirror our emotions and posture through their reactions and behaviour. There is so much more to horsemanship than being familiar with basic aids. Once you are shown the way, many of you find yourself on a journey of discovery and personal development.

A limit of three to six people on each course ensures there is plenty of opportunity for individual attention. We hope you will join us, and we look forward to helping you develop your horsemanship skills.
From a purely physical perspective, confidence in the saddle grows through conscious analysis of balance and coordination in order to attain automatic synchronization of requests and responses between you and your horse. Seamlessly engaging the left and right hemispheres of our brain allows us to ride in harmony. More than a destination, it’s an inter-species journey of empathy, unity, and understanding. This is a big part of our message within the context of natural horsemanship and a focus throughout each course. 

Being able to effectively communicate with your horse on the ground and in the saddle is the foundation for a solid riding partnership. There are many elements to building a successful relationship; knowing how to stay quietly calm and confident around horses increases both safety and enjoyment. Being aware how horses think and react helps you feel more secure around them.


Your energy field can be instantly read by the horse which naturally influences his reactions whether positively or adversely. A deeper and more productive communication is accomplished when you understand why a horse behaves a certain way or seems reluctant to comply with what you want.

During the course we will work with you and the horse to help you gain skills and techniques which will enhance your relationship. By showing you how and where to place your body in relation to the tasks we’ve set you, you will see how clear your communication can become, and how much the horse appreciates it. For centuries the secrets of horsemanship were hidden from all but the lucky few. The world is changing now and we want to share with you the methods, mindset, and information you need to accomplish your goals. 

Our courses in Natural Horsemanship explore the art of working, training, and riding in ways which enhance desirable behaviour, instincts, and personality, in a firm but kind manner using firm and gentle guidance rather than force or mechanical devices.


Impeccable timing is an important part of training and riding. When you observe the results from refining your body language and cues, you will be amazed to see how it enhances your “sense of feel” and increases your confidence. 


The invisible signaling between horse and rider has limitless possibilities when you become aware of the power of your thoughts, movements, and tone of voice. Horses give us constant feedback; we only need to listen to what they are saying.
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
